
Notes from Mrs. Lankford  
• Friday:Trinity Olympics Day- Wear tennis shoes (preferably velcro) with shorts.  Shirts will be 

provided on Friday morning!  Please put sunscreen on your child before they get to school.  No 
folders/backpacks/lunches, but please have your child bring a water bottle with his/her name on 

it.  Dismiss at noon from the field or in the normal dismissal line.   
• Monday:Wheels Day/Skating Rink Field Trip- Wear Trinity T-Shirt for the field trip (You will not 

need to wear it for Chapel on the last day of school).  Please drop off your child’s bike/scooter 
inside of the gate between the School and Church Buildings (closer to the school building).  The 

gate will be open during drop off and dismissal, but it will be locked the rest of the day.  Helmets 
are strongly encouraged!! Please leave your child’s helmet on your child’s handle bars.  If 

possible, please label your child’s bike and helmet.  Please send your child with $2 to cover the 
cost of the skating and mini golf.  If you want your child to play laser tag ($2 per game) or the 
arcade games, please send extra money.  Car seats are not needed as kindergarteners will be 

riding in the bus to and from the field trip.  Parents are welcome to attend with masks!  
• Tuesday:Graduation- Please have your child use the restroom before putting on his/her cap and 

gown.  Bring your child to the church at 5:50pm in cap and gown.  Students will walk in and sit as 
a class in the front of the church.  Each family is allowed 6 seats with masks required.   

• Wednesday:Pack Up Supplies- Your child will be coming home with the rest of his/her school 
supplies.  Most supplies will be slowly sent home each day, please empty backpacks everyday!  

• Thursday:Last Day of School- Students do not need backpacks or lunches.  We will have the last 
Chapel, but Trinity T-Shirts are not required.  We dismiss at 11:40am with no after school care.
